State bodies urged to get behind
‘renewable’ electricity target

GOVERNMENT DEPARTMENTS
and State agencies have been
warned they must “row in” behind
a new target that by 2020 some
40 per cent of all electricity will
be from renewable sources rather
than fossil fuels.

Minister for Communications,
Energy and Natural Resources
Eamon Ryan said “it behoves all
State agencies, the regulator, the
sustainable energy office and
other departments to row in on a
co-ordinated approach to meet

thoseH.
Mr Ryan had made the recom-
mendation to Cabinet, and Min-

ister for the Environment Jgln
” confirmed to the Dail
that the Government had accepted
the increase from the previous
30 per cent target by the 2020
deadline.

Mr Ryan also said his depart-
ment had taken on extra responsi-
bilities previously held by the Taoi-
seach’s department.

“That accounts for the slight
increase in the Budget, butitis a
decrease in real terms.”

He was losing about €366 mil-
